
After-Action Report:  Question, Persuade, Refer Gatekeeper training (QPR), July 27, 2017

Vet to Vet Tennessee (V2VT) and the Knoxville Regional Veterans Mental Health Council provided QPR training to Cornerstone of Recovery at the request of Rod Jackson, Director of Recovery Monitoring &Veterans Program.
1. The program was conducted by Ed Junod, Don and Sheryn Davis
2. The QPR training session was 90 minutes; Ed Junod is a certified QPR Institute QPR Gatekeeper instructor.
3. [bookmark: _GoBack]V2VT prepared white hand out bags with suicide prevention material provided by the Tennessee Suicide Prevention Network and the VA Knoxville Outpatient Clinic.
4. Total attendance included:
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a. 
b. 3 females and 13 males
c. 10 veterans
d. 4 Staff Counselors
e. 1 Grief Counselor
f. Average age of attendees was 50.75
g. 94% surveys returned.
h. 70% attendees acknowledged they know someone who is or was suicidal.
i. First suicide prevention training for 75% of the attendees.
